HOW TO… 

Step 1: Split up Scholars into groups 

Step 2: Create hall passes for each student with their 
Scholar ID and the ScholarTrack website information 

Step 3: Call students down to a meeting in groups to 
set up ScholarTrack accounts. 

Step 4: Have a table where counselors are available 
for students to change their information if needed.
